THE BREAKER ANOINTING
(Micah 2:12-13)

1. Jesus is so awesome that in every season we learn a new aspect of His being.
a. You know Him as Wonderful Counsellor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, and Prince of Peace.
b. But in this last season Jesus is manifesting Himself to His Ekklesia as “The One Who breaks open.”

c. Micah 2:12-13, “I will surely gather all of you, O Jacob; I will surely bring together the remnant of Israel. I will bring them together like sheep in a pen, like a flock in its pasture; the place will throng with people. One who breaks open the way will go up before them; they will break through the gate and go out. Their king will pass through before them, the Lord at their head.”

2.  I will bring together all of you, the remnant.
a. Bring together: Literally, “unitedness.”
b. All, “the complete Ekklesia community.”
c. Remnant: “the residue or leftovers.”

3. The place will throng with people!
a. Throng: literally, “to be stirred, distraught, to murmur or to be defeated in battle.”
b. From threats to the promise of a glorious restoration!

4. Jesus talked about the level of intensity required to take the Kingdom…

a. Matthew 11:12, “From the days of John the Baptist until now, the kingdom of heaven has been forcefully advancing, and forceful men (women) lay hold of it.”

b. Now: “at this very moment”.
c. Lay hold: “to snatch from a hand; seizing possession by force”.

5. We will not let go of the Kingdom of God until all men and women know that Jesus is Lord.
a. To accomplish this mission the Ekklesia needs a powerful, now anointing.
b. An anointing that will break through every obstacle in our way!
c. One that shakes the Ekklesia out of the wilderness into the Promised Land!

6. What is the now anointing that is needed?
a. The BREAKER ANOINTING.
b. We need something for us to break through which will deliver us into the now season.
c. Each season has a unique challenge requiring breakthrough into a new area.

7. We are the “called out ones” who can feel something radical stirring inside of us.
a. Aren’t sick of the me-centered, watered down, sin friendly gospel?
b. We have read the Bible and the passion of the early Ekklesia leaders.
c. We want to see what happened in scripture happen NOW!
d. We refuse to tolerate anyone or anything that is an enemy of God (hallelujah)!


I. WE ARE BREAKING THROUGH AND BREAKING OUT.

1. Vs. 13a, “One who breaks open the way will go up before them; they will break through the gate and go out.”

a. Breakthrough: (parats) “to break out, or to be opened.”
b. This word implies that something has been closed off, stunted or confined.
c. “Parats” has to do with breaking out of a prison-like structure, increasing in any area, or opening what has been shut.”

2. To break open is to EXPAND.

a. Isaiah 54:3, “For you will spread out (Parats) to the right and to the left; your descendants will dispossess nations and settle in their desolate cities.”

b. Dispossess: “to take possession of”.
c. This is a day of breaking out into increase and expansion. (new ministries or new expansion of your present ministry)
d. Breaking out of old mindsets and blindness to break into NOW revelation!

3. Our destiny is to break out of every enslaving situation.
a. Even during slavery and oppression there was a breaker anointing on them.

b. Exodus 1:12, “But the more they were oppressed, the more they multiplied and spread; so, the Egyptians came to dread the Israelites.”

c. The word for “spread” is once again “Parats” or breakthrough.
d. Not even bondage could stop that which had been planted deep within their spiritual DNA (we have the same).


II. BREAKTHROUGH HAPPENS AT THE THRESHOLD OF THE GATE.

1. In the OT gates were the entry ways into and out of cities.
a. Every city was WALLED.
b. On top of the gates were watchmen who would tell the “gatekeeper” who to let in and who to keep out.
c. NOTE: all the eyes of heaven and hell are on you when you step into the threshold of the gate.

2. There are two words for threshold in the Hebrew…
a. Caph: “to snatch way or terminate.”
b. Miphtan: from the root “python” meaning, “to twist as a snake.”
c. Pythons destroy their prey by wrapping their bodies around them and suffocating them. (Can’t get a good breath).

3. There are two principalities who oppose us when we stand at the threshold of breakthrough…
a. The spirit of fear: it tries to terminate our forward movement by snatching us away.
b. Don’t forget that Satan is not the only one doing the snatching!
c. God snatches us out of the hand of the enemy and takes us through the gate to the other side. (The Breaker comes before us).

4. The 2nd principality is the python spirit.
a. It attempts to squeeze the life out of us.
b. We can feel as if we are going to die.
c. But Holy Spirit is at the gate to breathe prophetic breath into us which brings life.
d. BREATH ON ME!

5. When we are being led into new territory there is warfare at the threshold.
a. Is it the point of entry into the next place or experience.
b. Represents the place we must leap if we are to go to the other side.

6. Often when we are at the gate, we find ourselves in depression and do not understand why.
a. This is part of the warfare at the gate.
b. We face internal enemies, those from within (generational stuff); and external enemies.

7. Everyone experiences a sense of the wind being knocked out of them when they are at the gate.
a. The fight at times is overwhelming.
b. Some think they are confused; others feel strong doubt come upon them…such are traps!
c. There is a war over the prophetic word of God at the gate…what God promised us that hasn’t happened. Yet.

8. Bold action at the threshold is required to open the gate.
a. That action opens a gate and releases spiritual power.
b. It is at the threshold where either spiritual abortion or spiritual birthing occurs.

Conclusion:

1. The Breaker is upon us now.
a. God is more than the Breaker; He is the Master of Breakthroughs.

b. 2 Samuel 5:20, “So David went to Baal Peraizm, and there he defeated them. He said, ‘As waters break out, the Lord has broken out against my enemies before me.”

c. Baal Peraizm means, "the master of breakthrough.”

2. To cross over will mean to let go of that which will not fit through the gate with us.
a. Jesus said that the gates of hell shall not prevail against the Ekklesia.
b. There will be a new wind of strength, life, joy and victory.
c. Vs. 13b, “Their King will pass through before them, the Lord at their head.”
